Erasmus+ scholarship for internship in a company/organization within Europe.
A lot of BAS students have taken the opportunity to do internship during their time at BAS. Through the Erasmus+ programme, it is possible to receive scholarship for periods of 2-12 months’ internship abroad.  (not in Norway) 
The application deadline to apply for this is the same as for applying for a leave of absence. (permisjon). 1. April for the autumn term, and 1. November for the spring. 
To do internship means you have to take a break from your study at BAS, as internship is not part of the degree. 
By 1. June /1. December you should try to confirm that this is something you intend to do. 
The amount per month that you will receive will vary depending on your country of destination, but is normally around 4-500 euro. 
Steps: 
Notify BAS that you are interested, please state which country and office you have in mind. It is your responsibility to find an office, but you can ask BAS for tips on offices that have had BAS-students before. Or you could take advantage of the many foreign architects that come to teach at BAS, that often accept interns in their offices. 
BAS will provide you with a template for training agreement that the office, you and BAS have to sign. Here a work plan must be in place, plus confirmation of which types of insurances the office will provide for you as an intern. 
You need to state the exact dates for the period you are working there. After this has been provided, we will calculate your scholarship and make an Erasmus+ agreement. 
Depending on your own nationality and country of destination, you will have to do an online language test in order to receive support from Erasmus+. 
After you stay is over, the office must provide you with a traineeship certificate. And you will have to submit an online survey from Erasmus+. 
Erasmus+ support for internship does not replace a salary, but is meant as a support for subsistence abroad.  Some offices will pay you salary, others not. Please note that you will not be able to receive support from Lånekassen for internship, as this is not part of the degree. 
Minimum stay is 2 months, maximum 12 months. Please note that if you spend 12 months doing internship, you have nothing left for support in case you would want to do exchange and study in Europe. 12 months is the maximum quota during your period at BAS. 
The period of internship will not be listed in your transcript from BAS, but it will show in your diploma supplement that you receive together with your regular diploma certificate at BAS. 

Internship for recent graduates: 
Through the Erasmus+ you also have the possibility to apply for scholarship for internship after you have graduated. This is a great opportunity to enter the labour market, and you can receive support in addition to regular salary. It has to be an office in Europe, outside Norway. The same paperwork has to be done, and it can be from 2-12 months.  It must be concluded within 1 year after your graduation from BAS. 
The same quota is valid, a maximum of 12 months for all types of mobility in total.  It is important that graduates report to BAS by the deadline 1. June if this is something they want to do considered for. It is not possible to come after graduation and ask for this scholarship.
